WHEREAS it is expedient to enact a
law to provide for registration and regulation of
the agreements executed between wus-tod
kamgar, mukadams and wahtukdars and for
matters connected therewith or incidenta
thereto, for the purposes hereinafter appearing;
it is hereby enacted in the Seventy-seventh Year
of the Republic of India as follows: -

CHAPTERIX
PRELIMINARY
1. (1) This Act may be called the Maharashtra

Us-Tod Kamgar, Mukadams and Wahtukdars
(Repistration and Regulation of Agreements)
“Act, 2026. )

(2) It shall extent to the whole of the
State of Maharashtra.

(3) 1t shall come into force on such day
as the State Government may, by the
notification in the Official Gazette appoint and
different dates may be appointed for different
districts or parts thereof.

2. In this Act, unless the context requires,
otherwise, -
(a) “agreement” means the agreement

entered into between the Mukadam




and Wahtukdar and in between the
Wahtukdar and occupier of factory, or

as the case may be, in pursuance of
this Act.

(&) “authorised officer” means the officer
referred to in section 19;

{¢) “Board” means the Loknete Gopinath
Munde Us-tod Kamgar Kalyan
Mahamandal, & Government company
incorporated under the Companies Act,
2013:

(d) “Commissioner for Sugar® means the
Commissioner for Sugar, Maharashtra
State;

(e) “Collector” means the Collector of a
revenue district; appointed under the
provisions of the Maharashtra Land
Revenue Code, 1966;

() “commencement of crushing season”
means the date of commencement of
the crushing season for the year, as the
State Government may by order,
specify;

(g) “crushing season” means such period
during which sugarcane is crushed
normally, as the State Government
may, by notification, specify;

() “designated officer” means the officer
designated under sub-section (1)} of
section 4;

(1) “factory” means a sugar factory and
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includes a  kbandsari. sugar
manufacturing vnit;

“Government” means the Government
of the Maharashtra;

“khandsari sugar manufaciuring unit”
means any premises including the
precincts thereof wherein twenty or
more workers are working or were
waorking and in any part of which any
manufacturing process connected with
the production of khendsari sugar by
means of open pan process is being
carried on or is ordinarily carried on
with the aid of mechanical power and
having crushing capecity not less than
five hundred tonnes crushed per day;

(2) The access to the portal shall be
available to us-tod kamgar, occupier of factory,
wehtukdar, mukadam and such other
Government Officer, Government agencies and
the authorised officer, as may be necessary for
the effective implementations of the provisions
of this Act.
4. (1) Th.c portal shall be maintained, monitored
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and operated by such officer or officers as may
be designated by the Commissioner for Sugar
for the said purposes.

(2) Any discrepancy found by the officer
designated under sub-section (7) relating to
uploading and updating the relevant information
such as fhe agreements executed, payments
made, advances, if any, paid, the attendance of
us-tod kamgars, etc. shall be decided by the

officer referred in section 19.

CHAPTER III

ELIGIBILITY AND REGISTRATION
5. () Yor being eligible as a us-tod kamgar, the
individual shall, -

(@) be a citizen of India and a resident of
the State of Maharashtra for the past five years;

(b) have completed eighteen years of age;

(c} have an operative bank account with
the bank regulated by the Reserve Bank of India

Explanation. - For the purposes of this
scction, where, the applicant is unable to
produce the other documentary evidence of his
residence, an affidavit of the applicant sworn
before the appropriate authority that, he is
resident of the State of Maharashtra for the past
five years, shall be sufficient,

mukadam the individual shalil, -
(a) be citizen of India;
(b) not be less than eighteen years
of age;

(d) not have been convicted for an
offence irvolving moral turpitude or for
an offence involving imprisonment for
more than two years;
(e) not be a defaulter;

Explanation. - For the purposes of this
clause the term ‘defaulter’ means a person who
has defaulted in respect payments of wages and
providing basic amenities as specified, to the us-
tod kamgar or supply of sugarcane fo the
wahtukdar;

() have completed the elementary
education upto eighth standard;
(g2  possess such  other

() own at least one goods
transport vehicle in his own name or
shall have entered into a registered
apreement for hire of at least one goods
transport vehicle for a périod'which shall
be co-terminus with the crushing season;

8. For being eligible to be registered under this
Act, a partnership firm, lmited lability
partnership or a body corporate incorporated
under any law for the time being in force, as a
wahtukdar it shall, -

(a) have its registered office situated
within the State of Maharashtra;

() have a valid registration certificate of
such firm, limited liability partnership or
a body corporate;

(¢) possess the Permanent Account
Number (PAN) in the name of the such
firm, limited liability partnership or the
body corporate;

(d) possess, if necessary, registration
under the relevant Goods and Services
Tax Act, in the name of the firm, limited
lability partmership or the body
corporate;

(¢) have owned at least three goods
transport vehicles or have entered into an
Agreement, for hire of at least three
goods transport vehicles, which shall be
co-terminus with the crushing season;

() possess such other qualifications as

may be prescribed.

9. (1) An application for registration as a us-tod
kamgar, wahtukdar or as a mukadam shall be
made on portal, in such form as may be

decided by the Government,

(2) Along with the application as referred

to in sub-section (1), the applicant shall upload
on the portal, his police verification certificate
and such other documents as specified by the
Government.

(3) An applicant who is Mukadam or

Wahatukdar shall upload on the portal a
solvency certificate for ¥10,00,000 (Ten Lakh
Rupees), issued by the Tahsildar of their
ordinary place of residence.
10. (/) On receipt of the application, the
designated officer, shall scrutinize it, and may,
if necessary direct the applicant to submit such
additional documents or complete such
formalities within such time not exceeding
seven days.

(2) If the applicant fails to submit the
documents required for the purpose, within the
time specified by the designated officer, the
application shall be treated as incomplete and
rejected:

Provided that, nothing in this sub-section
shall affect the right of the applicant to apply
afresh.

(3) On verification, that the applicant
satisfies the eligibility criteria as specified in
section 5, 6, 7 or 8, as the case may be, and
submission of the requisite documents, the
designated officer under shall Issue the
registration certificate in the form as may be
prescribed. While issuing the registratic'm

certificate, the designated officer shall take into

(4) The certificate issued under this
section for mukadam and wahtukdar shall be
valid for that crushing season only:

Provided that, if it is brought to the

notice of the designated officer, that the
registration certificate is expiring or due to
expire during the crushing season, he may
extend such period of registration till the end of
that crushing season only,
11. (1) The designated ofticer, suo moro or
otherwise may suspend, cancel or revoke the
registration certificate if it is found that the
same has been obtained by fraud or without
complying with the requirements for
registration, or that the holder of such
registration  certificate, is indulged in the
activities prejudicial to the provisions and
objects of this Act,

(2) Before suspension, cancellation or
revocation of the certificate of Registration
under this section, the designated officer shall
give the concerned holder, a reasonable
opportunity of being heard,

(3) If the registration certificate is
suspended, cancelled or revoked during the
crushing season, the designated officer may
direct that, the services for which the

registration is granted may be performed by

CHAPTER IV
PROVISON FOR ENGAGING US-TOD

12. No us-tod kamgar shall be engaged by the
mukadam for cutting sugarcane, unless such us-
tod kamgar is registered on the portal.
» CHAPTERY
PROVISONS RELATING TO
AGREEMENTS

13. (1) There shall be an agreement, in
pursuance of this Act, between the occupier of'a
factory and the wahtukdar for the purpose of
transportation of sugarcane {o the factory. Th.e
agreement shall bear a stamp duty as per the
provisions of the Maharashtra Stamps Act.

(2) The Agreement for the purpose of
sub-section (1) shall, as far as possible, be in the
format prescribed and may be registered in
accordance with the provisions of section 18 of
the Registration Act, 1908.

(3) The Agreement registered under sub-
section (2) shall be uploaded by either of the
executants thereof on the portal, as soon as it is
registered.

(2) There shall be appended to such
agreement a list containing the names and other
particulars of the us-tod kamgars. Such list shall
be deemed to be an agreement between the us-
tod kamgars and the mukadam for the purposes
of this Act.

(3) The Agreement for the purpose of
sub-sections (1) and (2) shall, as far as possible,
be in the prescribed format and may be
registered in accordance with the provisions of
section 18 of the Registration Act, 1908,

{4) The Agreement registered under sub-

section (2) shall be uploaded by either of the
executants thercof on the portal, as soon as it is
registered.
15. The agreement referred to in sections 13 and
14, between the wahtukdar and occupier of
factory, or as the case may be, between the
wahtukdar and mukadam shall be in the
prescribed form and shall be called as “Service
Provider Agreement(SPA)” and the same shall
consist of the following key features: -

1. Seope of Service:

(@) clearly define what services the

provider will deliver, including specific

tasks, deliverables, timelines, and any

or scope of work.,

2. Payment Terms:

Qutline how and when the recipient will
pay for the services, including invoice
details, due dates, and any penal interest
for late payments,

3. Duration of the Agreement:

The duration of the agreement shall be
restricted to the crushing season only and
a new agreement may be entered into for
every crushing season.

4. Roles and Responsibilifies:

(a) clearly define what each party
(service provider and recipient) is
responsible for, including obligations,
duties, and any limitations.

(b)) may include specific performance
standards,

5. Termination:

Specify how and when the agreement can
be terminated by either parly; with or
without cause, and includes any notice
periods or penalties for early termination.
6. Force Majenre:

A clause that excuses either party from
performance if an event beyond their
control (c.g., natural disaster, war)
prevents them from fulfilling their

obligations.

7. Indemnification:

Protect one party from liability for losses

CHAPTER VI
PAYMENTS
16. Notwithstanding anything contained in the
Service Provider Agreement, -

() us-tod kamgar shall in no case be paid
less than wages fixed under the Code on Wages,
2019,

(2) No wages or advance shall be paid to
the us-tod kamgar in cash and the same shall be
credited in the bank account of us-tod kamgar,
the details whereof are uploaded on the portal.
There shall be a separate bank account for each
us-tod kamgar which shall be operated by him
or her singly and separately,

(3) Advance to the us-tod kamgar, if any

17. (1) At the end of every fortnight, the
occupier of factory shall ensure that the
payment for the transportation of sugarcane is
made, after adjusting the advance payment, if
any made, to the wahtukder within fifteen days
or such earlier period as may be agreed between
occupier gf factory and wahtukdar,

(2) The payment under sub-section (f)
shall be in electronic mode and the payment
shall be credited in the bank account of the
wahtukdar, uploaded on the portal.

18.(J) At the end of every fortnight, the
wahtukdar shall ensure that the payment of
wages for services of us-tod kamgar is made,
after adjusting the advance payment, if any
made, to the mukadam within seven days or

such earlier period as may be agreed between

(2) The payment under sub-section (1)
shall be in electronic mode and the payment
shall be credited in the bank account of the

(3) The mukadam shall, as earlier
possible but not later than seven days after
receipt of the payment from wahtukdar, make
payment to us-tod kamgar by crediting it in the
bank account of the us-tod kamgar uploaded on
the portal.

CITAPTER VII
DISPUTE RESOLUTION

19. Any dispute arising out of the Service
Provider Agreement shall be raised on the
portal, by the aggrieved party within the fifteen
days ftom the date of its occurrence and the
same, after giving an opportunity of being heard
to the parties, shall be decided by the District
Deputy Registrar of co-operative societies or an
officer authorised by him not below the rank of
Assistant Registrar of co-operative societies:

Provided that, no dispute raised after
expity of the crushing season shall be
eniertained,

Provided further that, the District Deputy
Registrar of co-operative societies or the
authorised officer, may, for reasons to be
recorded in writing, hear and decide the dispute

after the expiry of the period of fifteen days, if

he or she is satisfied that, the aggrieved party
was prevented by sufficient cause from raising
the dispute in time:

Provided further that, nothing in this

section shall be deemed to consirue as
preventing the District Deputy Registrar of co-
operative societies or an officer authorised by
him not below the rank of Assistant Registrar of
cooperative  societies, from taking the
cognisance suo motu or otherwise.
20. (1) Any party aggrieved by the decision
under section 4 or 19 may, prefer an appeal
before the Regional Joint Director (Sugar),
within a period of seven days from the date of
the decision:

Provided that, the Regional Joint Director
(Sugar) may, for reasons to be recorded in
writing, entertain and decide the appeal after the
expiry of the period of seven days, if he or she
is satisfied that, the aggrieved party was
prevented by sufficient cause from preferring
the appeal in time.

(2) The Regional Joint Director (Sugar),
before whom fthe appeal under sub-section (7)
has been preferred, shall decide it, after giving
the parties an opportunity of being heard, as
early as possible and not later than one month
from the date of the decision from the date of
filing of appeal. In any case the appeal shall be
decided before the commencement of next

crushing season.




Penalties.

(3) The decision of the Regional Joint
Director (Sugar) in appeal shall be final and

binding on all parties.

CHAPTER VIIL
MISCELLANEOQUS

21. (1) It the designated officer is.of the opinion
that the occupier, wahtikar or mukadam, has
contravened any of the provisions of this Act or
the rules, directions issued by the Government
or any agreement made thereunder, may direct
such person to pay a penalty-

(@) for the first contravention,
which shall not be less than twenty five
thousand rupees but which may extend to
fifty thousand rupees or the amount of
consideration of the  agreement,
whichever is higher;

(b) for the second or subsequent
contravention, which shall not be less
than fifty thousand rupees but which may
extend to seventy five thousand rupees or
twice the amount of consideration of the
agreement, whichever is higher.

(2) Whoever, provides incorrect
information, fabricated and fake books of
accounts, frandulent documents, and such other
evidence etc., to get the registration certificate
or obtain the work under this Act, whether or

not the act is done for profit or gain, is said to

have commitied an offence and shall, on
conviction be punished with imprisonment for a
term which may extend to one year or with fine
which may extend upto fifty thousand rupees, or
with both.

(3) The offence under sub-section (2)
shall be compoundable by the competent court
of law.

(4) On repetition of contravention or
irregularity, the name of the wahtukdar or

mukadam shall be removed from the portal.

22. (1) If the person committing an offence
under this Act is a company, every person who,
at {he time the offence was commifted was in
charge of, and was responsible to, the company
for the conduct of business of the company, as
well as the company, shall be deemed fo be
guilty of the offence and shall be liable to be
proceeded against and punished accordingly :
Provided that, nothing contained in this
sub-section shall render any such person liable
to such punishment provided in this Act if he
proves that the offence was committed without
his knowledge or that he exercised all due
deligence to prevent the commission of such
offence.
(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-
section (1), where an offence under this Act has
been committed by a company and it is proved

that the offence has been committed with the

(2) Any amount recovered under this Act, shall
be deposited in the specified separate account
maintained by the Commissioner for Sugar and
utitised for achieving the purposes of this Act.
24. (1) The provisions of this Act shall be in
addition to and withowt prejudice to the
provisions of any other law for the time being in
torce,

(2) Nothing in this Act shall deprive us-
tod kampars from getting benefits of the welfare
measures entitled to him or her in accordance

with any other law or scheme including the

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schemes of the board, for the time being in
force.

25. No suit or other legal proceeding shall lie
against the authorised officer or any other
person duly appointed under this Ordinance, in
respect of anything which is in good faith done
or emitted to be done under this Act.

26. The State Government may issue such
directions by general or special order, consistent
with the provisions of this Act and the mles
made thereunder, as in its opinion necessary or
expedient for carrying out the purposes of this
Act or for giving effect to any of the provisions
contain therein or in any rules or orders made
thereunder.

27. Nothing in this Act, shall apply where, a
factory itself or the farmer himself avails, the
services by any other means, for cutting and
transport of sugarcane.

Explanation. - For the purposes of this
section, the expression “the services by any
other means” means, the services than those
referred in this Act.

28, (J) The State Government may make rules by
notification published in the Official Gazette, to
carry out the purposes of this Act.

(2) Every rule made under this Act shell be
lnid as soon, as may be after it is made before each
House of the State Legislature while it is in session
for a fotal period of thirty days, which may be

comprised in one session or in two or more

successive sessions, and if, before the expiry of the

session immediately following the session or the
successive sessions aforesaid, both Houses agree in
making any modification in the rule or hoth Houses
agree that the rule shonid not be made, the rule shall
thereafter have effect only in such modified form or
be of no effect, as the case may be, so however, that
any such modification or annulment shall be without
prejudice to the validity of anything previously done

29. ({) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the
provisions of this Act, the State Government may,
by an order, published in the Official Gazette, make
such provisions or give such directions not
inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, as
appear to it to be necessary or expedient, for
removal of difficulty.

Provided that, no such order shall be made
after expiry of the periodof two years form the date
of commencement of this Act.

(2) Every order made under sub-section (1), shall, as
soon as may be after it is made, be laid before cach
House of the State Legislature,




STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Sugar Industry plays an important role in the
rural agriculiural economy of the State. In the sugarcane
crushing season it is necessary to ensure that the sugarcane
cut by the us-tod kamgars shall be transported to the sugar
factories in a timely manner so that there is a highest sugar
yield (sakhar utara).
2. It is seen that the agreements entered into between
the occupiers of the factory, wahtukdars and mukadams
are rather vague and there is no efficient remedy to ensure
their complianee during the crushing season. There is also
no provision for registration of such agreements, under
any law as well as on any portal. There is also no
provision of registration of the wahtukdars, mukadams and
us-tod kamgars. There are various complaints to the effect
that, the wahtukdars take advances from the factories for
supply of transport services of the sugar cane being cut by
the us-tod kamgars. The wahtukdars in turn, engage the
services of the mukadams and disburse the advances to
them for being given to the us-tod kamgars, The
complaints have been received to the effect that, some of
the mukadams azfter taking the advances fom the
wahtukdars and ran away, in effect the us-tod kamgars are
facing the difficuities in getting their dues. Ultimately, the
sufferers are the us-tod kamgars, the sugar industry and
the rural agricultural economy.
3. 1t is, therefore, considered expedient to provide for
registration of us-tod kamgars on the portal being made
available by the Loknete Gopinath Munde Us-tod Kamgar
Kalyan Mahamandal, a Government Company,

incorporated under the Companies Act, 2013 (Act No, 18




0f 2013), so that the welfare schemes of those kampars are
effectively implemented and these kampgars get timely
payments and basic facilities, It is also considered
expedient to provide that the agreements between the
occupiers of the factory, wahtukdar and mukadam are
registered on the portal made available for this purpose.
This will ensure, in the future, to have a database with the
State Government 16 cffectively regulate the sugar
industry, welfare of the us-tod kamgars and that the sugar
factories are run in a professional ranner.
4.  The salient features of the proposed Bill are as
under; -
(i) provision for registration of us-tod kamgars,
wahtukdars and mukadam;
(i) provision for an integrated portal for
registration us-tod kamgars, wahtukdars and
mukadam;
(i) provisions for stipulating the essential contents
of agreements between the occupier of factories and
the wahtukars and of wahtukdars and the
mukadams and registration and uploading of such
agreements;
(iv) provisions for timely payments through bank
for the services provided by the wahtukdars to the
factories, by the mukadams to the wahtukdars and
by the mukadams to the us-tod kamgars;
(v) provisions for dispute resolution and appeals;
(vi) provisions to ensure that each individual us-tod
kamgars is paid independently and to his registered
bank account; and that the women us-tod kamgars

are paid separately;
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(vii) to ensure that the us-tod kamgars are not
deprieved of their legitimate dues in the guise of
advances made, a provision has been made to
provide that, no such amount shall be deducted and

adjusted unless the details thereof have been

uploaded on the portal.
5. The Bill seeks to achieve the above objectives.
